WATER-BASED CONSUMPTION CHARGES

These charges are based on the quantity of water used on or in the property or premises. Customers are charged two rates per 1,000
gallons — a rate for cost of services and a rate for the City’s consent decree with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
The EPA consent decree rate was effective Jan. 1, 2018, and is related to a federal mandate that the City of Evansville comply with
the Clean Water Act. The charges are determined using the following rates schedule.

Multi-family units that have a trash dumpster on LATE PAYMENT FEE
site may opt out of this service and have charges dropped.
